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Delete section 15.6.3.1 and replace by:

available. It may be nesessary to connect the two at any time.
�� The speed in the area between pair of buoys 1 - 2 and buoy 30, should not be more than 

14 kn/h and between buoy 30 and pair of buoys 56 (Knock 8)/57 - Oterdum Reede not 
more than 12 kn/h.

�� It is prohibited to navigating die Ems during such wind force that safe manoeuvring is  
endangered.

�� Navigating die Ems is only allowed to be navigated when there are on board:
�� two radars;
�� GPS;
�� an electronic log (e.g. Doppler log) and
�� a turning speed indicator.
�� All of them ready to operate and available.

During the first 3.5h of the flood phase, entering and leaving Emden harbour is not allowed. 
Furthermore, consultation with Radar Centre Emden is necessary for in-coming and out-
going tidal vessels and ships of more than 3 000 tons deadweight up to about 4h after HW.

Tankers carrying more than 30 000m³ cargo
A tanker coming from sea should have passed pair of buoys 56 (Knock 8)/57 - Oterdum 
Reede at least one hour before HW Emden.
The deepest draught should not be more than 10.22m.
Tugs required should already be availbale at Lt buoy 31.

15.6.2.5	 Visibility	restrictions
Oil, gas and chemical tankers and towed units, which are carrying hazardous goods in bulk 
or have done so but which are not certified gas-free are permitted to enter die Ems only 
if visibility is 1000m or more, and may navigate the river only if visibility is 500m or more. 
Such vessels must be equipped with a serviceable radar which is manned by trained opera-
tors.

15.6.2.6	 High	speed	ferries
High speed ferries operate between Emden and Borkum; mariners are advised to keep a 
good lookout.

15.6.3 Anchorages

15.6.3.1	 Approaches	and	Borkum	roads	
Anchorage 9
This anchorage is normally used by channel-bound vessels waiting to enter Eemshaven, but 
can also be used for general use. 

Emergency anchorage
This anchorage is available only for channel-bound vessels which already are sailing in the 
channel and are informed that the Eemshaven is closed

Borkum-Reede
This anchorage is available for general use.
On anchoring in or leaving this location all vessels should report this to the appropriate VTS 
station.

15.6.3.2	 Oude	Westereems
Alte-Ems-Reede
General use, available for smaller vessels seeking shelter or temporary anchorage.

Reede
Available for vessels carrying explosives.

Tanker-Reede
For tankers. Also available for vessels other than tankers on request to the appropriate VTS 
station.
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
